Lively, friendly festivals are held throughout the year
at regional distilleries, the mill in Beckerich, around
the pottery factory in Nospelt (Easter Monday),
the castles in Ansembourg, Koerich, Pettingen and
Useldange and in many other places. Second World
War military cemeteries in Sandweiler and Hamm
bear witness to Luxembourg’s wartimes, with annual
commemorative ceremonies underlining the values
